1) We have a concern in section 4 on page 14 about awarding this potential 5 year contract with millions of gallons to a company that is not pre certified with SCDOT. This seems like you are taking a big gamble. Another DOT recently did this and it gave them trouble for two years when other pre certified companies did not accept a secondary award and the DOT was stuck with a non certified supplier. 

ANSWER:

Should the contractor fail to be certified within 30 days after the date of the award, their contract will be terminated and the State will seek to award to the next lowest offeror.  This process will continue until a contractor is successfully certified. 

2) There seems to be competing language about trailer dropping (charge for use of insulated tank) and tank detention per day after free days, etc on page 72. It clearly states that there will be no charges for trailer dropping in number 2 on page 14. You also have it clearly stated in number 8 on page 15 what the charges for tank detention are for pump offs. If the DOT is not able to pump off in a timely manner, the DOT has the right to have the tanker dropped at no charge as per section number 2 page 14. In our opinion, if you allow the trucker to charge you for these charges on page 72, they will. We would ask on behalf of SCDOT that the section at the bottom of page 72 be removed for 2 reasons. 

A) SCDOT has never had to pay these types of charges before and

B) If you do not make it part of the bid evaluation process, in theory, a supplier could charge $550 dollars every time they drop a tanker for unloading which would mean that SCDOT would actually be paying 10 cents per gallon more than if this section was removed. Again, in our opinion, these charges at the bottom of page 72 are charges that should not ever be allowed to be charged and therefore should be removed for clarity. 

ANSWER:

- Make sure you have properly marked all protected, confidential, or trade secret information in accordance with the instructions entitled:  SUBMITTING CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.  DO NOT mark your entire bid/proposal as confidential, trade secret, or protected! Do not include a legend on the cover stating that your entire response is not to be released!  
  
- Have you properly acknowledged all amendments?  Instructions regarding how to acknowledge an amendment should appear in all amendments issued.
  
- Make sure your bid/proposal includes a copy of the solicitation cover page.  Make sure the cover page is signed by a person that is authorized to contractually bind your business.
  
- Make sure your Bid/proposal includes the number of copies requested.
  
- Check to ensure your Bid/proposal includes everything requested!
  
- If you have concerns about the solicitation, do not raise those concerns in your response! After opening, it is too late!  If this solicitation includes a pre-bid/proposal conference or a question & answer period, raise your questions as a part of that process! Please see instructions under the heading "submission of questions" and any provisions regarding pre-bid/proposal conferences.
