The Pulliam Motor Company (a Ford dealership) filed for bankruptcy in late March, 2007, and was officially bought out by Dick Smith on or about April 26, 2007.  The state awarded Pulliam Motor Company multiple statewide term vehicle contracts over the years and many of you may have ordered Ford vehicles via those contracts.  If your organization has ordered vehicles via those contracts, there is an outside chance you may need to preserve a claim through the bankruptcy court.  The notice and claim forms are provided as attachments to this document (you can thank the legal system for the size 2 font on the bankruptcy notice).

The good news in this case is that the manufacturer’s warranties remain in tact and will be honored through Dick Smith or any other Ford dealership.  This should alleviate the majority of your concerns.  However, the following types of things may have occurred and would not be covered by a typical manufacturer’s warranty:

1. repairs made by Pulliam that are not in compliance with the manufacturer’s standards

2. vehicle modifications performed by Pulliam or one of their subcontractors that are not authorized by the manufacturer

3. invoice and payment disputes with Pulliam associated with the original purchase or subsequent repair

4. vehicle damage sustained while in Pulliam’s possession

5. etc.

The above list is clearly not “All Inclusive”.  Should any contract users determine they may have a claim, they should seek their own legal counsel to determine how to proceed.
