EQUIPMENT:  The cab & chassis trucks shall be equipped with all standard equipment as specified by the manufacturer for this model, and shall comply with all EPA Emission Standards and all Motor Vehicle Safety Standards as established by the U.S. Department of Transportation regarding the manufacture of motor vehicles.

DESCRIPTION:  The truck shall be a medium-duty, conventional cab unit with forward tilting hood suitable for use as a dump truck, as well as other applications.

INTERIOR:  Vinyl

CAPACITY:  GVWR shall not be less than 22,000 lb.  Optional equipment shall be available with an increased GVWR up to 24,500 lb., and with an increased CA up to 138 inches.

CAB OAH:  88-104 inches

BBC:  96-113 inches

CAB TO AXLE:  84"

WHEELEBASE:  Minimum 125"

CURB WEIGHT:  Minimum of 5,800 lb. (as bid).

ENGINE:  The truck engine (diesel) shall be a International MaxxForce 7, Cummins 5.9 Liter ISB, or Duramax 7.8 Liter rated at not less than 185 SAE gross horsepower.  The air filter shall be a heavy-duty dry-type with restriction indicator, and with complete ducting for fresh air intake, with Donaldson the preferred manufacturer.  The engine shall be complete with heavy-duty oil filter, heavy duty fuel filter/water separator governor, muffler, horizontal exhaust system, and heavy-duty (maximum) cooling system.  The cooling system shall be filled with a 50-50 mixture of water and permanent type antifreeze.  The alternator shall be rated at not less than 130 amps.  The engine exhaust system will  provide adequate clearance for PTO assembly and/or drive shafts. 

TRANSMISSION:  The transmission shall be an Allison Model 2500 RDS, 5-speed automatic, with standard six (6) bolt SAE PTO opening on right side.

Any system furnished shall provide for the stopping of the vehicle without loss of power assisted brakes despite engine failure.  Brakes shall be suitable for a vehicle with 22,000 lb. GVWR.  If air brakes required, brake system air tanks will be mounted to allow adequate clearance above frame rails for truck body installation and provide adequate clearance for PTO drive shafts.  Full anti-lock brake (ABS) system.

FUEL TANK:  Minimum 45 gallon capacity located on right hand side, step type.

WHEEL:  Disc type, steel, tubeless, 10-hole, 285.75 mm bolt circle, 220 mm bore, 22 mm studs, 15 degree rim, hub pilot, heavy-duty, 22.5" x 7.50" x 5/16", 6.50” off-set (nom.) max. load rating not less than 6,040 lb., color - white, interchangeable at all positions on the vehicle.

TIRES:  Front - 9R-22.5, load range F, regular tread, radial, tubeless, Goodyear G159 or equal.  Rear - 9R-22.5, load range F, traction tread, radial, tubeless, Goodyear G124 or equal.

WARRANTY:  The engine (to include turbo & injectors) shall be warranted against defects in materials and workmanship for a period of not less than forty eight (48) months-100,000 miles (pro-rating not allowed), to include connectors & adapters to the transmission.  The automatic transmission shall be warranted 24 months or 50,000 miles (no prorating allowed).  The warranty start date shall be based on the unit's in-service date as established by its issue from the Department's Equipment Depot to the using field custodian.  The unit shall be furnished with a copy of the warranty statement and any necessary cards, booklets or certificates needed to receive dealership warranty repairs.

PILOT MODEL:  When 3 or more units are ordered by a governmental entity on a single purchase order, the contractor shall:

1. Make an offer to the ordering entity to produce a pilot model for inspection prior to full production.  The pilot process is limited to once per model year for each governmental entity.  If the contract spans more than 1 model year, the pilot offer is to be extended once for each model year to each governmental entity submitting an order for 3 or more units.

2. If a pilot is produced, pay the round trip travel cost for 2 of the ordering entity’s personnel (includes transportation, meals, and lodging) to the factory/assembly plant for the purpose of completing the inspection. 

3. If a pilot is produced, coordinate the pilot process with the ordering entity.  The pilot process and subsequent production of units is to be completed within the days ARO offered and awarded.

NOTE:  The intent of producing a pilot is to avoid unnecessary expense and delays in the successful production and delivery of acceptable units.  Both the contractor and ordering entity are expending significant resources and should view the pilot process as an opportunity to safeguard their investments.  While the contractor is not required to offer the production of a pilot for orders of less than 3 units, the State encourages both the contractor and ordering entity to consider use of a pilot process.  The cost avoidance associated with discovering and resolving problems early in the process at the manufacturing facility can easily outweigh the travel and coordination costs.

PINTLE HOOK:  A heavy-duty, 25 ton capacity, suitable for 2 3/8” to 3” pintle eye dimensions.  The pintle hook shall be a spring-cushioned, swiveling hook with plunger type latch utilizing a spring-loaded lock pin and mounted below the truck frame, to the rear of the spring shackles.  The pintle hook shall be mounted on a 8" structural channel steel that is 18.75 lbs. per ft. Channel entire width shall be reinforced with  6“ x 1/2“ flat bar backing and each end with 1/2" x 8" x 8" steel plates (minimum).  The pintle hook centerline shall be 28-29" from ground level on the truck cab-chassis.  See drawing below.
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Two (2) heavy-duty, 1” thick safety chain lashing rings, minimum 46,760 lbs. ultimate breaking strength each, Buyers Products B50 or equal, shall be attached to the pintle hook cross-member by two (2), minimum 1/2“ x  2“  flat bar steel straps seam welded inside of the lashing ring.   The brackets or shackles shall accept both a 3/8" and 1/2" grab hook.

A trailer electrical connector bracket shall be attached by welding to the top left side of the pintle hook cross-member.  The bracket shall be constructed of 1/4" angle steel.

The installation shall not interfere with dump body installation or operation.  The pintle hook mounting method shall be approved by the South Carolina Department of Transportation on a pilot model prior to installation on the remaining trucks.

All hardware used in the above installation shall be Grade 8, plated.

TRAILER ELECTRICAL CONNECTOR:  The truck shall be equipped with a standard 6-way receptacle connector, equal to and interchangeable with a  Velvac 055052 assembly or equal, mounted in the pintle hook cross-member, and wired utilizing a heavy-duty, jacketed, multiconductor cable. The receptacle shall be connected to the truck wiring system in accordance with the following drawing:

NON-SKID STEPS:  Provide non-skid surface on step treads by application of 3M No-Skid Coating No. EC1420, black, or by another acceptable non-skid surface that is factory installed.

B. Location:  Deliveries for state agencies (except Dept. of Education and Dept. of Transportation) must be made to State Fleet Management, Columbia, SC.  Exception to the requirement
willbe considered only in instance covering delivery that may be made through local dealers to a political subdivision in their area, or instructions received from State Fleet Management .  Political subdivisions will pick up vehicles at dealership or SFM.
C. Delivery of a vehicle to SFM does not constitute acceptance by the State.  The vehicle must be completely inspected by SFM personnel to insure it meets bid specifications prior to final acceptance. Warranty:

Each unit shall carry the manufacturer's standard warranty unless stated otherwise in the individual vehicle specification, which shall begin when the purchaser places the unit into service.  The contractor shall perform the administrative details of adjusting the warranty start date upon written notification from the purchaser.

The vehicle vendor and manufacturer shall act as an agent to help address any problems or warranty claims with any subordinate system or component installed on the vehicle at the time of purchase.  All warranty claims will be addressed to the vehicle vendor, and they shall be responsible for coordinating warranty work with subordinate system or component vendors.


E.  
Gasoline/Diesel Fuel

There must be minimum of a 1/4 tank of fuel in all vehicles when delivered to the State, regardless of size of tank.  If there is less than this minimum quantity, the vehicle will be rejected.  The dealer will be required to furnish additional fuel.  Vehicles (cars & med. duty trucks) must operate on factory recommended unleaded regular gasoline (87 octane).

No dealer advertising in any form is to be placed on or in the vehicle.

Notifications:

Contractor must keep ordering entity informed, in writing, of any delivery problem encountered after acknowledgment of purchase order.  Contractor must also notify State Procurement and State Fleet Management of production cutoff dates as soon as they become available.

5.   ISSUANCE OF PURCHASE ORDERS: 
Purchase orders for state agencies will be issued through the SFM Office unless otherwise directed.  Cities counties and other political subdivisions will place their orders directly with the contractor(s)

6.  TRAINING:
The State intends to establish unit pricing for 4 hours of instruction in 2 categories.  Category #1 is Operator Training.  Category #2 is Repair Technician Training.  The information below is intended to provide guidelines for the training categories.  The specific instruction to be provided for each 4 hour unit of training is to be coordinated with the governmental entity.  The unit price is to include all cost associated with providing 4 hours of instruction on site (examples of cost:  instructor’s time, travel time, mileage, etc.).  

This approach to training will afford the contractor and governmental entity the flexibility to tailor the training to meet the governmental entity’s needs.  It is conceivable that repair technicians may need multiple 4 hour blocks of instruction.  It is also conceivable that a single governmental entity may need multiple 4 hour blocks to provide the same block of instruction in multiple locations.

Operator Training - The successful bidder shall furnish a qualified representative to instruct the owner's operators in proper operation, preventative maintenance, and DPF regeneration procedures for a minimum of four (4) hours.  Each training class could be in a different location in South Carolina.  All training classes shall be coordinated with and at the convenience of the entity purchasing the vehicle.

Repair Technician Training – The successful bidder shall furnish a qualified representative to instruct the owner’s repair technicians in proper repair techniques, diagnosis, and troubleshooting for a minimum of four (4) hours.  Each training class could be in a different location in South Carolina.  All training classes shall be coordinated with and at the convenience of the entity purchasing the vehicle.
7.  SERVICE LITERATURE: 

The successful bidder shall furnish factory service bulletins, campaign bulletins, warranty bulletins and other bulletins (regardless of name) for a minimum period of two years from the beginning of the contract.  These bulletins will be furnished to any agency purchasing vehicles from this contract when requested. When these bulletins are provided by the manufacturer on a free factory web site that the agency can access then hard copies would not be required. In addition two (2) copies of the pertaining parts and service literature, to include Shop Service Manuals, shall be delivered to State Fleet Management by the successful bidder.  This literature may be delivered at anytime before the vehicles are delivered, but not later than 3 months after the start of the contract.  

8.  PAYMENT FOR VEHICLES/INVOICING:
If at all possible, vehicles should be paid for upon receipt or within ten (10) days after receipt by local Procurement Units.  Payment for vehicles purchased by all State Agencies shall be in accordance with (IAW) Section 11-35-45 of the S. C. Procurement Code.  All vouchers for payment of purchases of goods or services shall be delivered to the Comptroller General’s office within thirty work days from the acceptance of the goods or services and proper invoice.  After the thirtieth work day, following acceptance or the postmark on the invoice, the Comptroller General shall levy an amount not to exceed fifteen percent per annum from the funds available to the agency, such amount to be applied to the unpaid balance to be remitted to the vendor unless the vendor waives imposition of the interest penalty.

Floor-Plan Interest

Dealers may be due “Floor Plan Interest” for vehicles that are ordered from dealer’s stock, after the “Production Cut-Off Date” and which are on the dealer’s lot prior to the order being placed by the purchasing agency.  For vehicles purchased which are not already in the dealer’s stock, (i.e. delivered to the dealer’s location subsequent to the date of the purchase order issued by the purchasing agency) no floor-plan interest may be charged.  Floor-Plan Interest is calculated from the prime interest rate charged by the manufacturer, multiplied by the selling price, then divided by the number of days in the year.  That will give the daily floor-plan amount to be charged.  Please note the maximum allowable daily “Floor-Plan” interest shall not exceed $8.00 per day.  This daily amount is then multiplied by the number of days from the date of the vehicle’s delivery to the dealer, until the date the vehicle is invoiced to the purchasing agency.  Pursuant to agreement by the purchasing agency, dealers may also charge floor plan interest on vehicles where the delivery to the purchasing agency is delayed due to modifications (i.e. body mounting on cab and chassis, etc.) requested by the purchaser.  Floor Plan Interest shall be invoiced separately from the contract purchase price (including options) of the vehicle.  This invoice must include the proof of delivery date (to the dealer) on each vehicle.
